Difficult 

The trail leads steeply up on the northwestern side of the 

Rhone valley from the picturesque wine-growing hamlet of 
Branson to Jeur Brûlée located at about 1,546. The hike 

passes through mixed woodland but still offers fantastic views 

of the Rhone valley and mountain ranges to the northeast.  

 

 
The trail begins in the village of Branson, which is situated in the municipality of Fully on the 

right bank of the Rhone River. We will walk through the village and up through a forest, helping 
to keep the temperature a little cooler. We will stop for lunch just below Jeur Brûlée before 
heading back down to end the hike in Fully, where, if time allows we can enjoy a drink while 
we wait for the bus home.
